The Organisers declare that the Rally will be provided with all administrative (prefecture) permissions and
covered by insurance (Organising Committee’s RCT, damages between drivers RC, damages on competitors,
etc.) as required by the Italian law and CSAI. The insurance for civil liability against a third part (act 24.12.1969,
n. 990) will have a maximum premium of € 5,170,000.00 additional A/B conditions included. The insurance
covers will come into effect from 07.00 a.m. of Thursday 28" August 2008 and will cease at the end of the Rally
or at the moment of retirement, or exclusion. The insurance policy does not cover any third passengers in the
vehicle.

The Organising Committee declines all liability due to any breach of laws or regulations on the competitors’ part,
the latter being solely liable before the authorities in charge.

The Organising Committee will not be held responsible in the case of cataclysms, landslides, demonstrations,
vandalism, etc. which could involve the competitors and their crews. All (material, penal and sporting)
consequences will be charged to the competitors themselves. In case of an accident with material damage only
or retirement, the competitor has to report verbally at the next Time Control and by written report before the end
of the day at the Rally Headquarter.

In case of an accident with corporal damage to third persons, the crew has to ask for ambulance to the following
crews, using the red-cross signal on the Road Book and to stay on the place of the accident waiting for first aid,
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in compliance with FIA general prescriptions. If the crew does not respect this rule the crew will be judged by the
Stewards who may impose a penalty which can go as far as exclusion.

| 5. ADVERTISING |
Competitors are allowed to affix any kind of advertising to their cars, provided that:

- it is permitted by the ltalian law as well as FIA regulations;

- it is not likely to arise public offence;

- it does not encroach upon the spaces reserved for plates and competition numbers;

- it does not interfere with the crew’s visibility through the windows.

The advertising proposed by the organisers is described in appendix 4. The advertising space situated
immediately above and immediately below the competition numbers as well as the rally plates are reserved for
the advertising of the organisers. Such advertising is obligatory and may not be refused by the competitors.
Competitors who accept the Organisers’ optional advertising must reserve the spaces indicated on appendix 4.

| 6. IDENTIFICATION NUMBERS |
Race Numbers - Assignment

The numbers will be assigned with the following order according to the order the current championship
classification:

a) drivers seeded by FIA “A” and FIA "B”;

b) drivers seeded by C.S.A.l. - 1st and 2nd international rank lists included in the provisional classification of the
Italian Rally Championship, according to the order of the very provisional championship classification, regardless
of any distinction between list;

c) drivers seeded by C.S.A.l. ranking in 1st international list but not included in the provisional classification of
the ltalian Rally Championship;

d) drivers seeded by C.S.A.l. ranking in 2nd international list but not included in the provisional classification of
the Italian Rally Championship;

e) drivers of Class Super 2000 and Super 1600 cc, regardless to their possible seeding;

f) drivers seeded by another A.S.N.;

g) the subsequent assignment shall follow the Class Order here below:

N4 - A7 - N3 - A6 - A5- N2 - A0 - N1 - NO;

h) seeded drivers loose their priority if the drive cars in class:

NO, N1, N2, N3, A0, A5, A6. (Competitors that participate with Super 1600 and R2B Vehicles are excluded from
this disposition)

Within each series order is left to the initiative of the Organisers.

The starting order is determined in compliance with the FIA European Rally Championship Regulations and
Italian Rally Championship Regulations.

The initial starting order will remain unchanged until at least 10% of the total route and of all the special stages
has been completed.

The starting order of the second day may be then determined according to the provisional classification drawn
up at the end of the first day.

The Organising Committee will provide each crew with the following, which must be affixed to thei car in the
positions stated:

- 2 front door panels measuring 67 cm wide by 17 cm high including a 1 cm white surround. Each of these
panels shall comprise a 15 cm x 15 cm competition number box which shall always be at the front of the
panel.

When the competition number is greater than 99, the box width may be increased. Numerals will be
fluorescent yellow (PMS 803), 14 cm high and with a stroke width of 2 cm, on a matt black background. The
remainder of the door panel is reserved for the use of the organiser.

Each panel shall be placed horizontally at the leading edge of each front door, with the number at the front.
The top of the plate shall be between 7 cm and 10 cm below the lower limit of the window.

- No signage other than the colour scheme of the car, shall be placed within 10 cm of the panel.

- 1 rear window panel which shall measure a maximum of 30 cm wide and 10 cm high, reserved for the use of
the organiser. This panle shall be positioned at the top of the rear window, and centred, left, or right, as
indicated in the supplementary regulations. An adjacent area of 15 cm2 shall contain the fluorescent orange
(PMS 804) 14 cm high competition number on a clear background. This number may be reflective and must
be visible from the rear at eye level.



- 2 numbers for each rear side window which shall be 25 cm high with a stroke width of at least 25 mm,
coloured fluorescent orange (PMS 804), and may be reflective. These numbers shall be placed at the top of
the rear side windows in conjunction with the driver’s name.

- 1 roof panel, 50 cm wide by 52 cm high, to be placed on the roof with the top towards the front of the car. A
matt black competition number, 5 cm wide by 28 cm high, will be displayed on a matt white background 50
cm wide by 38 cm high, as in the Prescriptions.

- For the front : one plate fitting into a rectangle 43 cm wide by 21,5 cm high which shall include the
competition number.

Driver’s and Co-Driver’s names
The Driver’s surname, together with the national flag of his/her passport nationality, must appear on the rear side
window on both sides of the car, below the competition number. The driver’s surname must be :

- In Helvetica : upper case for the first letter of the name and the remainder in lower case.
- In white on a clear background.
- 10 cm high and with a stroke width of 1.5 cm.

In addition, the names of the drive and co-driver, together with their national flags, must also appear on the front
wings of the car.

No cars will be accepted without the above mentioned ones.

| 7. TYRES

The inside of the tyre (the space between the rim and the internal part of the tyre)
must be filled only with air. In other words, the use of any device allowing the tyres to
maintain their performance at an internal pressure equal to or less than the
atmospheric pressure is prohibited.

Tyres marking

The marking of the tyres is compulsory for all competitors for the whole running of the
rally, following the rules of 2008 FIA Rally General Prescriptions.

Tyres changes

The changes of the tyres is authorised in all Service Parks of the Rally.

Spare wheels

All cars may carry a maximum of two spare wheels.

| 8. FUEL

According to the Italian Law, the maximum quantity of lead permitted in fuel is set at 0.15 gr./l. The refuelling
after Service "C" of the first day and after Service "F" of the second day will be cancelled, for this reason all cars
must have a minimum fuel autonomy enabling them to run for at least 114,30 km of which 55,15 km of special
stages. .
The Competitors might use the official fuel WLADOGAS only, that will be provided by the company SOLDA
Vladimiro S.p.A. This fuel has the characteristics fixed by FIA and CSAI.

Only two kinds of fuel are foreseen:

- Wladogas 98Rally03, sold at the price of € 2.04/litre, for the vehicles of the classes NO - N1 - N2 - N3;

- Wladogas 102Rally03, sold at the price of € 2.75/litre, for the vehicles of the classes N4 - AQ - A5 - A6 - A7.
The competitors with the vehicles of the classes NO - N1 - N2 - N3 could use Wladogas 102Rally03 fuel.

Foreign competitors are obliged to use Wladogas fuel.

The company SOLDA Vladimiro S.p.A. will give, by under request and paying, the fuel for technical adjustment
of the engine.

The reservation and the payment confirmation have to be sent to the company SOLDA Viadimiro S.p.A. by
Friday August 22" 2008 at 6.00 p.m. X

Within 15 days after the date of the rally, the company SOLDA Vladimiro S.p.A. will refund the money for the fuel
not used..

8.2 Distribution during the Rally

The company SOLDA Viadimiro S.p.A. will distribute the fuel for the shakedown at the Service Park, on
Thursday August 28" 2008, from 01.30 to 04.30 p.m.

The fuel will be put directly and exclusively into the tank of the race car. Competitors may only refuel in the
refuelling zones designed by the Road Book. This refuelling zone is placed after the exit of the service park and
is set of firemen units. Its entry/exit will be marked by a panel with a blue fuel pump symbol. Any operation inside
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a refuelling zone, which is not directly connected with the refuelling of competing vehicles, is not allowed. It's
recommended that the operators wear fire resistant clothing. SOLDA’ SpA Company, sole fuel distributor, is the
only responsible for refuelling operations. Engine must be switched off during refuelling operations. It's
recommended that the crew remains outside the vehicles during refuelling. In case they remain inside, safety
belts must be unfastened. In case of breakdown, the vehicle concerned may be pushed out the zone without
incurring a penalty. An external battery may be used immediately after the exit from the zone exclusively for
turning on the engine.

During the scrutineering, a coupon will be delivered of colour:

- yellow for fuel Wladogas 102Rally03;

- green for fuel Wladogas 98Rally03.

This coupon must be put on the windscreen at the top left side.

Inside the refuelling zone, a speed limit of 5 Km/h will apply.

Foreign crews not using Wladogas (Diesel vehicles) fuel shall perform refuelling operations inside the foreseen
area.

| 9. TESTING

9.1 After the opening day for entries, it is forbidden to perform tyre tests or others on the Rally route, UNDER
THE PENALITY OF EXCLUSION

9.2 Tests not included in the Rally programme

From the opening date for entries, Car tests won’t be authorised in the province of effectuation of the Rally,
under the penalty of exclusion.

9.3 Tyre tests

Ffrom the opening date for entries, it is forbidden to perform tyre tests on the track of the Rally, under the penalty
of exclusion.

[ 10. RECONNAISSANCE |

10.1 Procedure for registration

Reconnaissance are organised in conformity with the FIA 2008 General Prescriptions. They are limited in
number of passages and in time.

10.1.1 Reconnaissance stickers:

upon the Road Book distribution, the crews will be handed one "R" stickers bearing the competition number.
They shall be stuck on the front windscreen of the car submitted for the reconnaissance.

10.1.2 Reconnaissance card:

the reconnaissance card must be necessarily shown when requested by control officials or by the police
authorities. It shall be stuck inside the car and be visible from the outside too.

10.1.3 Reconnaissance table:

it shall be signed at the beginning of each special stage by the responsible person, carefully kept and handed
during scrutineering.

10.2 Schedule

For all competitors, reconnaissance will be authorised on Tuesday 26" and Wednesday 27" August 2008;
Reconnaissance times: from 8.00 a.m. to 12.00 a.m. and from 2.00 p.m. to 6.00 p.m. Reconnaissance can be
performed for a maximum of three laps for each special stage. During reconnaissance the Road code must be
scrupulously respected, together with possible local ordinance; reconnaissance cars must obviously be covered
by insurance as foreseen by law; no responsibility being imputable to Organisers.

10.3 Specific and / or national restrictions

10.3.1 Reconnaissance car:

only cars with the following characteristics are allowed:

- the car must be painted of one single colour, without advertising or stickers etc.;

- the engine shall be a series production engine (complying with Group N regulations);

- the gearbox shall be a series production gearbox (complying with Group N regulations);

- the exhaust pipe shall be a series production exhaust pipe with a maximum noise level

complying with the permitted legal tolerance in force in ltaly;

- suspensions shall comply with Group N regulations;

- he use of under-body protection is authorised (complying with Group N regulations);

- the fitting of steel roll-bars is authorised if complying with the Annex J (art.253. from 8.1a to 8.4);

- the use of four points safety belts is authorised if in a similar colour of that of the inside of car;

- bucket seats are authorised if in a similar colour of that of the inside of car;

- two additional road-homologated headlamps are authorised;

- the rims are free within the limits of Annex J of the Group N, and shall be fitted with

road-homologated series production tyres for asphalt, tar-homologated road tyres;

- crews may use a "light" inter-communication system (without helmet).

10.3.2 Checks

The organisers and CSAI, in collaboration with the Officials of the Rally or their deputies, shall check the route
before and after issuing the road books. The Officials are recognisable by an yellow waistcoat with the writing
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"ROAD MARSHAL". Public Officials' checks and objections are fully effective as to the enactment of sporting

penalties.

10.3.3 Sanctions

Any infringement of the reconnaissance regulations shall be sanctioned by the Clerk of the Course, who will

apply the penalties as set hereafter:

In the abovementioned infrigments 1) and 2) are included also those done by Drivers not entried in the
competition.

Protests against sanctions for the violation of the regulations of reconnaissance must be lodged to the Clerk of
the Course or to an assistant within 30 mins from the notification of the sanction and examinated by the
Stewards within the scrutineering before the race closing.

In case of repeated infringement: the car shall be forbidden to start the rally and the driver shall be deferred to
the Sporting Disciplinary Commission and eventually be withdrawn his licence.

The fines for the infringement of reconnaissance rules shall be paid before the start of the race to the
Organisers, who will retain them entirely as a reimbursement for their service of enforcement of the rules. Failing
to do so will cause the driver not to be admitted to the race and to be deferred to the Sporting Disciplinary
Commission.

12.2.1 Helmet and equipment of the drivers control

Any delay of more than 15 minutes in the individual scheduled scrutineering time but within the scrutineering
time will be penalised by the Clerk of the course with a fine of € 52.00. Any delay exceeding the scheduled
scrutineering time (administrative and technical) will be penalised with the exclusion, except in case of force
majeure recognised by the Stewards of the Meeting.

12.3 National regulations

Permitted modifications and/or prescriptions:

c) they are removable;

d) they are exclusively and specifically designed to protect the following parts: engine,

radiators, suspensions, gear box, tanks, transmission, exhaust pipe.

The car noise limit is fixed to 98 Dba to be measured as follows:

a) V\gith a stopped car and engine running at 3800 rvs/min., on a dry soil with rigid surface, (without grass, snow,
etc.);

b) the phonometer shall be placed as follows:

45° angle between the exhaust pipe axis and the phonometer, at the distance of 50 cm. from the exhaust pipe
end. If the exhaust pipe axis is not in a horizontal position, the phonometer shall be placed at the same level as
the exit axis of the exhaust pipe.

c) three measures shall be taken, their mean will give the final result.

- Windows/ stickers (see Appendix J art. 253-11).

Windows shall be certified for road use; their punching seals shall bear proof thereof. The windscreen will have
to be replaced by a sheet of layered glass. Anti-deflagration translucent and colourless stickers must necessarily
be stuck on side windows.

Silvery or smoke-grey stickers are permitted.

- Crew identification.

Each driver must supply two recent pictures of cm.4x4. During road-book distribution they will be stuck on the
«crew identity card » which should be posted inside the back side window, driver side, during all the event,
starting from «Shakedown».

- Signal flags during special stages route - procedure:

"Along the Special Stages route, the red flags (radio points equipment only) must be used to signal the Special
Stage or the race stop; and the yellow flags must be used to signal a dangerous situation to 8 crews in transit.

If the flag use will be necessary their use procedure should be the following:

a) All route marshals’ posts can be equipped with the yellow flags;

b) The red flags are at disposal at all radio points;

c) The red flags can be exposed only after the Clerk of the Course order. Their exposition must involve all radio
points preceding and following the accident or the interruption. The Clerk of the Course must note and
communicate their exposition time to the Stewards of the Meeting;

d) crews with the red flag exposed must immediately slow down and follow the instruction of the Route Marshals
or of the assistance or service vehicles drivers they could cross. Lack in respect of these rules can result in
penalties by the Stewards of the meeting;

e) a forfeit time shall be assigned to the crews with red flag as for FIA rules.
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| 13. SHAKEDOWN (compulsory for the scrutineered Italian Rally Championship entrants) |

13.1 Who may participate

All crews regularly entered and having paid the entry fee. The car must to display the plates as well as the
competition numbers. The very drivers must wear fireproof garments and the helmets.

On issuing the road books competitors will be handed in an annex with all the information on the Test route and
its location.

13.2 Location

Loc. Cialla — Prepotto- (UD) — ltaly

13.2.1 Shakedown service area

It shall be limited to a small van or a car per crew, and these shall be positioned along the route to Cialla under
responsible officials’ instruction. The distance from shakedown to Service park in Cividale is about 5 km.

13.2.2 The refuelling in the shakedown service area is strictly forbidden. All refuelling must be performed in
Service area in Cividale only.

All vehicles must be conducted to the lining up for the Ceremonial Start, Via Vittorio Veneto — Udine, from h
08.15 pm of 28™ August 2008, following progressive race numeration.

Taking part to the Cerimonial Start in Piazza Liberta — Udine, at h 08.30 pm of Thursday, 28" August 2008 is
compulsory for all crews.

14.3 Start park

14.4 Official start

The Official Time of the race will that of Global Positioning System, gathered through a station Trimble
Navigation model 4600, and alignment verification done on November 2002. The backup system will be DCF77,
gathered through a Digitech Synchro device.

At the Rally Headquarters the time reference will be maintained with a timer Longines TL3000 Il B, serial nr.
A031 010, with a thermo-compensated oscillator, and alignment done November 2002.All the timing equipment
will be synchronised with this reference.

Backup system

On every SSS and FSS there will be a timing device synchronised with the same reference. Only FIS/IOC
homologated timing devices shall be used.

14.4.1 Start time

The precise start time is specified on every crew's Time Card.

14.4.2 Intervals between Start times

Start will be given with stopped cars and running engine starting from 11.01 a.m. on 29" August 2008 following
the order list and the start time settled by the Clerk of the Course and with an interval of 1 minute between two
cars, except for FIA priority drivers who will start after a 2-minute interval. As for the start interval of the second
day, regulation n. 5.2 of the "European Rally Cups" shall be applied.

The crew liable for checking in with any delay whatsoever at the start of the rally, of a day or of a section shall be
penalised with 10" per minute or fraction of a minute.

Any delay exceeding 15'is bound to lead to the exclusion from the start.

| 15. RUNNING OF THE RALLY |

15.1 Time card change during the rally

To each competitor will be given a FIA standard Time Card, that will be changed at the end of each section.
15.2 Starting system of special stages

The start of Special stages will be given by the use of a starting light.

The semaphore is luminous and its function is described in the attachment n° 7

The sanctions for a jump start remain unaffected:

-First / 10 seconds penalty

-Second/ 1 minute

-Third / 3 minutes

In case of jump start, the special stage time will be the actual time, i.e. the difference between the daytime of the
finish and the start.

After the third fault, the Stewards of the meeting will decide about the sanction.

15.3 Early check -in at the end of a day
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At the time controls at the end of a day or at the end of the event, the crews are authorised to check in early
without incurring any penalty. However, the time entered on the time card will be the scheduled time of the rally,
not the actual time.

15.4 Identification of officials

-Safety Officers: GREEN jacket with mention: SAFETY

-Chief Marshal: RED jacket with mention: CAPO POSTO

-Marshall: YELLOW jacket with mention: ROAD MARSHAL

-Organisation staff: BLUE jacket with mention: SECURITY

15.5  Super Rally
15.5.1 A competing car which fails to finish any day of a rally will be permitted to restart the next day.

15.5.2 This shall apply to any car which has been excluded on the grounds of exceeding the latest allowable
limit or has failed to report to a control, but shall not apply where the car has been excluded for breach of
eligibility requirements, traffic infringements or by a decision of the Stewards.

15.5.3 Any car which fails to finish a day in accordance with the above may be repaired at the competitor
discretion. However, the car must report to the overnight parc fermé prior to the next day, no later than six hours
before the scheduled start of that day. The entrant must advise the Organizer about the intention to have the car
re-scrutineered prior to the start of the Stewards’ meeting at the end of the day which the car has failed to finish.

15.5.4 The car must retain its original body shell and engine block as marked at pre-event scrutineering.
15.5.5 Prior to restarting, the car must pass inspection by the Scrutineers

15.5.6 The second day will restart in the order of the Partial Unofficial Classification published at the end of the
preceding day, Championship registered Drivers starting first as a group.

15.5.7 The steward may reposition drivers who wish to start under Super Rally format and, upon the proposal of
the Clerk of the Course or at their own discretion, any other driver.

15.5.8 Points

a) The points as given (Art. 14.3) will apply for the Overall Classification for the Championship for Drivers and
Co-drivers. Any entrant who re-starts under the Super Rally rules will not be classified in the final overall
classification.

b) For each day, bonus points will be awarded in the Championship for driver and co-driver. Based on the results
of the day, at the rate of 3, 2 and 1 for 1sr, 2" and 3" respectively, within each of the above.

c) To be eligible for day bonus points, the car must remain in the end-of-rally parc fermé until the publication of
the Final Official Results.

It is stated that Article 11.10.8 is applicable to the events of the Italian Rally Championship only as regards the
following paragraph “Any entrant who re-starts under the Super Rally rules will not be classified in the Final
Overall Classification”.

[16. SERVICE PARK |

16.1 Location

Sports facility Area at Cividale del Friuli (UD)

16.2 Access times for service vehicles:

The entrance and exit of service cars into the park shall be allowed from Thursday 28" August 2008, 07.00 a.m.,
with scheduled time to be communicated to the competitors (lack in respect, early or late, of the entry scheduled
time will bear to a fine of € 2,582.28 - to the competitors). A Officer shall register on a record the vehicles
entitled to enter.

16.3 Other points

Service is allowed only in the areas described in the road-book and in the Time card, with their duration and
type;

a) Service parks shall be indicated with a Time control at the entrance "IN" and exit "OUT" (the 25 m. distances
referred to in Appendix "Segnaletica dei Controlli - Controls panels" shall be reduced to 5 m.);

b) Speed in the Service parks must not exceed 30Km/h.; failure to comply with this limit shall result in a penalty
applied by the Stewards of the Meeting. Any behaviour or speed considered as dangerous may be sanctioned.
c) any breach to the servicing rules and any "prohibited service " action noticed by the Officials of the Rally shall
result in the enactment of items 152-153 of the C.S.I. through the Stewards of the Meeting.

16.3.1 Service Vehicles allowed in Service Parks
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a) A “Service” plate will be handled out to all competitors in order to have only one vehicle inside the service

park. The juridical persons competitors could also use an “Auxiliary” plate. The plates will be provided by the

Organiser and they must be permanently stuck on the front bonnet of the vehicle.

%) Other team vehicles (Motorome etc.) must be identified by means of "Auxiliary" plates available at the price of
100.00;

¢) Where the space is adequate, the cars marked by the plate "Auxiliary" will be granted access to service parks,

as agreed upon by the Organisers. In any case a reserved parking will be foreseen.

16.3.2 Definition of prohibited service

The following are forbidden:

a) the use or receipt by the crew of any manufactured materials (solid or liquid), spare parts, tools or equipment

other than those carried on competing car is not permitted.

b) the presence of staff or the parking of service vehicles, helicopters included, belonging to the Crew within a 1

km. range from their competition car, except for the service park or unless otherwise explicitly authorised by way

of a circular letter, and except:

- In special stages (starting from the yellow panel, at the beginning of T.C. until the STOP panel, at the end of the

special stage).

- For competition cars waiting for the T.C. at the entrance of the regrouping park or of the service park or for cars

parked in the regrouping park.

- Upon the transfer of crews to and from the parc fermé.

- Only if a spare battery must be taken to the parc fermé.

c) it is forbidden the deviation of a rally car from the route of the rally, as described in the road book.

d) The crew, with the sole means available on board and with no external aid, is in a position to perform

assistance at any time, except what explicitly forbidden.

16.3.3 Change of mechanical parts

In compliance with articles 12.7-12.8-12.8.1-12.8.1.1.-12.8.1.2-12.8.1.3-12.8.1.4-12.8.1.5-12.8.1.6- 2.8.1.7-

12.8.1.8-12.9.-12.9.1-12.9.2-12.9.3-12.9.4-12.9.5-12.9.6-12.9.7-12.9.8 of the FIA Yearbook - Rallies 2008.

Any infringement of the dispositions contained in the articles above will result in the exclusion from the race,

decided by the Stewards of the Meeting.

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21.1.4 If the protest is unfounded, and the expenses incurred for scrutineering, transport etc. are higher than the
amount of the deposit, the difference shall be borne by the claimant. Conversely, if the expenses are less the
difference shall be refunded.

21.2 Appeal fees

Competitors may appeal in accordance with art.180 of the C.S.I. and following and art.137 -138 of R.N.S. For
any appeal a caution deposit of € 3,000.00 must be sent to C.S.A.l. - Via Solferino, 32 - ROMA, within 48 hours
since the decision or the disputed provision was notified. A caution fee fixed at € 6,000.00 must be sent for
every international appeal (FIA). In case of any dispute concerning the correct interpretation of the present
regulations, only the English text will be binding.

Avoid having passed on to the Stewards ali those questions which can easily be solved by giving a clear
explanation within the framework of the Special Regulations of the event or the General Regulations, otherwise
obtaining a solution from event documents (e.g. giving information concerning times to which an objection has
been raised, in collaboration with the Post Marshals) as long as the matter is not subject to complaint. The
Competitors Relations Officers shall refrain from making comments which might be mistaken as judgements or
such as to cause protest or confusion.
